“Borrow, Use, Return” Reusable Party Pack Initiative  

Communities across County Cork are set to benefit from “Borrow, Use, Return”, a 
reusable party-pack initiative designed to help reduce single-use plastics and support 
more sustainable celebrations. Cork County Council has begun distributing reusable 
party packs to groups across the county, including rugby, soccer and GAA clubs. The 
scheme is part of a wider initiative launched by Local Authorities across the Southern 
Waste Region to promote simple, practical circular living within communities. 

 

Each party pack contains reusable cups, plates, cutlery, jugs and bowls. It also 
includes colourful bunting created by Community Reuse Network Ireland (CRNI) using 
upcycled textiles. All items are washable, durable and designed for repeated use within 
the community. The packs can support any type of gathering, from birthday parties and 
coffee mornings to sports celebrations and school events and can be shared among 
families and neighbours to maximise community benefit. 

  

When a celebration or event is planned, residents can borrow the pack from the 
participating group. After the event, the items must be cleaned, dried and returned, 
ready for the next occasion. This cycle of borrowing, using, and returning keeps the 
pack in circulation, reduces reliance on single-use items and supports a circular 
community by keeping resources in use for longer. By cutting down on single-use 
catering products, the initiative also helps reduce local waste management costs. 

  

“Borrow, Use, Return” is a collaborative project led by the 10 Local Authorities from the 
Southern Waste Region with funding support received through the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) National Waste Prevention Programme.

Secretariat Vacancies: 
Cork County PPN has a number of vacancies available, some on the various Committees 

within the County Council - the SPCs and LDCDs, but at the moment we also have a number 

of positions we are looking to fill on our Secretariat - the incredibly important group that 

keeps the PPN show on the road !  

The Cork County PPN Secretariat provides a coordinating and oversight function for the 

PPN. Its role is to:  

• Facilitate the implementation of decisions of the PPN  

• Ensure the proper functioning of the PPN between plenary meetings  

• Coordinate the activities of the PPN Communicate extensively and regularly with all 

PPN members and disseminate information concerning all PPN activities as widely as 

possible 

• Manage and support PPN staff The Secretariat is made up of two representatives 

from each of the Cork County Municipal Districts i.e. Carrigaline, Macroom, Cobh, 

East Cork, Bandon-Kinsale, Fermoy, Kanturk-Mallow and West Cork, as well as, two 

representatives from each of the PPN colleges i.e. Community & Voluntary College, 

Social Inclusion College and Environmental College.  

Commitment Involved: 

The Secretariat role is voluntary and requires approximately two hours per month to attend 

meetings, which generally take place at 7:00 PM on the third Tuesday of each month, 

alternating between in-person and online formats. Travel expenses for in-person meetings 

are reimbursed. Additional involvement may be required from time to time, such as 

participation in sub-groups or events. 

This is a rewarding opportunity for individuals to contribute meaningfully to the social fabric 

of our communities. Secretariat members receive access to training and national events, 

develop key skills, and play a crucial role in shaping supports for community groups, 

particularly those representing marginalised voices.

Linkage Groups bring together stakeholder organisations and groups who are members 
of the PPN with a common interest to discuss their diverse views and interests in a 
specific policy area. 
This is a pathway for such organisations and groups to have a real input into policy in 
their respective area of operation. 

Linkage Groups are an essential component of the work of the PPN. 

They are independent networks of community groups who are interested in a common 
theme such as Arts, Community, Environment, Heritage, Housing, Planning, Social 
Inclusion, Transport or Tourism (and more). 

They do this through advocating for policy 
changes on behalf of the community through PPN Reps engaging with Cork County 
Council and other bodies appropriate to the issue or subject matter of advocacy.

29th May 2026.  Incomplete applications should be avoided and will be returned. 

After evaluation of the projects, the Community, Tourism & Rural Development 

directorate will submit the top 16 projects (2 of which must be Gaeltacht areas) for 

approval to the Department.
